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These are outdated AMAIMs (Auto Mobile Artificial Intelligence Mounts) of the NAC (North American Confederation) Forces. Their
output and mobility are significantly inferior to those of the modern Brady Hounds, but they are sturdy and durable compared to
other AMAIMs. Since they have been used as the main units of their factions for a long time, they have multiple variations and are

still used in operations despite being replaced by Brady Hounds due to their high reliability. Their operability has also resulted in
certain units being captured and used by enemy forces.
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This is an assault rifle for AMAIMs officially adopted by the NAC Forces. They are
general-purpose weapons that can also be used by AMAIMs belonging to other
military forces. They are large machine cannons designed and manufactured as
hand-held weapons for AMAIMs, and are lightweight and easy to wield.
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Like other global forces, the NAC (North American Confederation) Forces deployed special humanoid mobile weapons or AMAIMs for the first time in the Boundary War. Their development began before the war broke out, and as
each global force's development of radio-interfering and communication-obstructing weapons intensified, AMAIMs were created as new weapons that would accompany tanks, combat vehicles, and infantry in local battles in
visual combat. AMAIMs became the main weapons of each global force due to the excellent results in actual combat, but they were not strong enough to significantly change the state of battles, leading the NAC forces to develop
and complete the Brady Hound, a next-generation AMAIM. The Jo Hounds, the NAC Forces' early flagship AMAIMs, were developed as units that could be operated with or without a pilot. Their versatility resulted in some units
being captured and used by resistance forces that did not have access to tactical Als.
